Technology and the Curriculum

As a leader in educational technology, The Bishop Strachan School (BSS) continues to seek ways to ensure
our stidents have the 2Century skills they need, full access to a wide range of learning experiences in
technology through innovative and leaditge teaching approaches. Students will experience online and
other technologipased learning opportunities dgrtheir years at BSS and develop transferable skills, such

as critical and independent learning skills in cooperative and disxsedskearning environments. Our

students take away the digital fluency skills necessary to use technology to gathetentfawmation,

facilitate communication, plan and carry out research, and to build knowledge independently and
collaboratively both online and faoéace.

The Bishop Strachan School teachers work together to seamlessly integrate technolqargprizéeciap

the curriculum. In addition to laptops, there is a wide range of other technologies available to students. For
example, students have access to a 3Dpmapidyping machine, Computeided Design application,

digital still cameras, digitéddeo cameras, scanners, graphing calculators, scientific data probes, interactive
whiteboards, clickers, online learning tools, music composition equipment and a variety of software enabling
them to edit video and photographs, record their own musiaaimaertes, create animations and be
inventors. Students are encouraged to experiment with technology to enhance their learning, demonstrate
creativity and design, and develop stronger prsbleing skills.

We have created a connected learning environmhené students, parents, educators and the entire
community have access to technology and are accessible to one another. We are committed to providing
learning experiences where the context for computer application is authentic and purposeful. We know our
students are natural speakers of technology. That is, they are fluent in the language of computers, index,
internet and electronic technologies and not only enjoy learning through technology, but flourish through the
innovative ways they experience ilegrn

Computer Technology

Students in Grades 9 to 12 use stuoenied laptop computers as a tool in their daily programs, and have
the opportunity to choose options that reflect their interests and develop their technological expertise.

Students in Gades 7 and 8 have access to a variety of technology to use in their classes, including desktops in
classrooms, as well as class sets of laptops and iPads to develop their 21st Century skills. We have chosen to
include Digital Literacy as a part of the liddhool curriculum because digital technologies are pervasive

and middle school students, in particular, are immersed in a digital world. To read this world fully and
successfully and to communicate and create effectively and honestly middle sahtsolneaade
opportunities to examine and experiment with digital technologies and investigate how these technologies
affect communication, information gathering and idea expression.

Applied Scienceand Design Technology Lab

A unique and innovative featuwfethe BSS program is the Applied Science and Design Technology Lab
where students from Grades 7 to 12 have an opportunity to learn through hands on experiences. In this
functional and creative learning space, students become imaginative engineets,aaithiesigners,
exploring alternative solutions to problems and challenges. They have opportunities to use a variety of
materials and tools, including CAD and rapid prototyping to design, constrarchlgs@tructures and
mechanisms. Students alssiptheir skill development through the designing, building and programming of
robots for international competitions. Different curriculum areas, including math, science, language, business,
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and art are integrated in this program that is, interactivecladés cooperative learning strategies and real
life applications proven to be beneficial for girls.

Advanced Placement Program

One of the continuing enrichment opportunities at BSS is the Advaaoetd?it program. Considered

excellent preparation for pegicondary education, Advanced Placement courses explore a chosen discipline

in greater depth and hone the analytical, study, and writing skills required to succeed irAllhouaybity.

the coreof most AP courses at BSS parallels the material of the Ontario 4U courses, students take on more
work and more academic challenges. Since their AP courses meet the expectations of the 4U courses, they
receive Ontario credits. Along with over one miltioctesits worldwide, in May they write exams set by the
College Board (U.S.) and earn AP grades distinct from their BSS marks.

One of the advantages of the AP program is that students are free to select the number and kind of AP
courses that they take. SAR&S students take as many as five or six, while others enrol in only one AP
course. Courses are offered in 32 disciplines and, recently at BSS, exams have been taken in Biology, Calculus,
Chemistry, English Language, English Literature, French Langpagish S.anguage, Statistics,
Macroeconomics, Microeconomics, Chinese Language and Human Geography. Other subjects are possible
but depend on student interest.

Among the other advantages offered by the AP program are the direction it may provideiae thie ch
university majors, and the opportunity to earn advanced standing and/or credit at university. Every Canadian
university now has an AP policy in place a link to which can be found on the AP Canadawedsita

Earning advanced university credits allows students to have time to move wwalpmamrses in their

field of interest, pursue a double major, or study abroad.

Most European universities, including those in BiaimeAP resultavhen making awlission decisions

Students applying to an American university, and particularly an lvy League college, should be aware that the
American schoolmayview the scores as significant in the admission process. Thus, AP courses completed in
the Grade 11 yeanve a particular value with international applications. Enrolment in an AP course is also
interpreted as a sign of serious academic commitment; college application forms and requests for teacher
references ask that courses taken be designated as reqgritdreat.

AP courses also provide a way of honouring high academic achievement. A student receiving an average

Outdoor and Experiential Education Program

Senior School vary from residentiagratie experiences to small expeditionary trips to Algonquin Park and
Temagami. Throughout Grades 7 to 9, students participate with their classmateniidabremucation
experiences that are different in structure, location and season. All of these experiences have been created
with educational objectives at the forefront to enhance, enrich and fulfill the curriculum.

Grade 7 Make Peace with WinterThe Haliburton Forest, Ontario

This crossurricular program for students in Grade 7 takes place at the Haliburton Forest and Wolf Centre

in the Haliburton Highlands, northeast of Toronto. For three days in late February or early March, students
are involed in a program that includes snowshoeing, dogsledding, team building, cooperative games, service
learning and visiting the Wolf Centre. The program is planned and implemented by the Grade 7 teachers
partnering with the Haliburton Forest staff. The gadal énrich and support their existing curriculum in a

American Universities The application process for American universities is long and complex. Most ask for

SAT scores, essays written by the applicant, teacher references and a Secondary School Report. Because the
process is more involved and the choice of schools so vast, students should meet with their counsellors to
develop their plans well before theidgsting year.

British Universities: Applications for British schools are submitted online. In most cases, students may

Formal Leadershp Positions

Many girls develop their leadership potential through formal positions in the day and boarding schools such
as Prefect, House Head, Middle School Form Advisor, Student Life Council member, Boarding Life Council
member, Club Head, House Cooatlin or Ambassador. These positions allow the girls to hone such skills

as project management, public speaking, time management, effective communication, teamwork and
collaboration, while building their smiffidence. Each student in a formal leademstsfiion attends

training sessions and also works closely with a faculty advisor who helps the student to evaluate her progress
and build upon her strengths so she can further develop as a leader throughout the year.

The majority of student leaders alecsed each spring for the following school year though a few positions
are left open to bidled by students new to theh®ol the following September. The selection process places
emphasis on students reflecting on their skills, talents and intedetenamatching them with specific
formal leadership positions.

The Equivalency Proces® granting credits

The equivalency process is the process of granting credits to students from other jurisdictions outside of
Ontario. In establishing equivalency for students who do not have Ontario credits, the Student Services
Department will determine thember of credits, including compulsory credits, the student will be granted
upon entrance to BSS. This will be based on assessment of prior academic records.

For example, a student coming to BSS in Grade 11 whose academic records indicate thaneslze has
minimum of two years studying science at the high school level will be granted two compulsory science
credits (Grades 9 and 10). This student would then be eligible to select any 3U (Grade 11) level science
offered at BSS.

Granted credits will shaas Prior Learning Equivalent (PLE) on the Ontario Student Transcript (OST) with
a mark of EQV.

If students do not complete the
test successfully, BSS will provide remedial assistance (at an atiditi@)ab help improve skills so that
students are better prepared to retake the literacy test.

Deferrals: Students who might benefit from a deferral of the test may include students who have not yet
acquired the level of proficiency in English reqfdresliccessfully completing the test.

Successful completion of the test is recorded on the Ontario Student Transcript (OST).

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Frequently Asked Questions

Who Can Take an Online Course?

Any student from a Consortium school who has access to a computer and highespetdither at
school or at home, and has been approved by their Site Administr&odenidServiceSounsdbr can
take an online course.

Where and when do | take my online course?

Depending on the course you are taking, you may be timetabled into a classroom or othertheation in
School, or you may be given a spare and expected ptetoyour course in your free time during the
school day or at home. Be sure to check with your Site Administ&tialestt Servic€ounselor to see
where and when the online course you have selected will be offered.

Do | get an Ontario Credit for myonline course?

Yes, all the Ontario credit online courses adhere to the Ontario Ministry of Education guidelines, and follow
the standard policies for assessment and reporting. Your final evaluation will occur at your school during
your regular exam tatable in June.

Do the marks for my online course go on my regular report card or to OUAC?

You will get marks on your report card at the same time and in the same format as you do for your regular
courses.Your Site Administrator will work with the online teacher to monitor your progress and to gather
marks at regular intervals that are then used for any school documentation such as report cards, OUAC,
University letters of reference and so on.

How many online courses can | take?

Most schools recommend that students take only one or two online course per year, unless there are special
circumstances.

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Prior Learning Assessmenéand Recognition (PLAR)

Prior Learning Assessment and Recognition (PLAR) is the formal evaluation agrdieditprocess

whereby students may obtain credits for prior learning experiences. Students may have their knowledge and
skills evaluated against the expectationaesuth the provincial curriculum. The PLAR process involves

two components: equivalency and challenge. The equivalency process is the process of granting credits to
students from other jurisdictions. The challenge process is the process of assesesing @stud pr i or | ear
for the purpose of granting a Grade 10, 11 or 12 credit that is offered at BSS. There is a fee of $500 for
students to challenge for a PLAR.

The Equivalency Process

In establishing equivalency for students who do not have Oredlii® for placement purposes, the Student
Services Department will determine the number of credits, including compulsory credits, that the student
must earn, as well as other diploma requirements that the student must satisfy, in order to qualify for the
Ontario Secondary School Diploma.

The Challenge Process

Students are responsible for initiating the challenge process and for satisfying all of the course requirements.
Application forms are available from the Student Services Office. Each appifitatmrevaluated in

consultation with the student, parents and the appropriate school staff to determine whether reasonable
evidence for success exists, and whether the challenge should occur. Students may use materials or records of
accomplishment earnedtside the classroom as reasonable evidence of eligibility to challenge for a credit.

Assessment and evaluation strategies for the challenge process must include formal tests (70% of the final
mark) and a variety of other assessment strategies agpfoptilae particular course (30% of the final

mark). The formal tests must have a balance between written work and practical demonstration that is
appropriate for the subject/discipline. Other assessment strategies may include evaluation of written
assigments, demonstrations/performances, laboratory work, quizzes, and observation of student work.

Ontario Student Transcript (OST)

The Ontario Student Transcript (OST) provides a common and consistent summary of a student's successful
achievement in Onfarsecondary school credit courses. It lists all Grade 9 and 10 credit courses in which a
student has achieved a passing mark in an Ontario secondary school. The marks obtained for Grade 11 and
12 courses, including failing marks, appear on the trafsgriptade 9 and 10 courses, if a course is taken

twice, only the higher mark is shown on the transcript. In all Grade 11 and 12 courses, the mark obtained
appears on the OST unless the student has dropped the course within five days after the first report

Students who transfer to BSS from outside Ontario are given "equivalent credits" and are granted the
appropriate compulsory credits upon examination of their records.

The OST is the official student record and is maintained in the student's OSRSMdtamt Record).
Ontario Student Record (OSR)
The Ontario Student Record (OSR) is the official r e
schools. An OSR is established when a student enters an Ontario school and moves with dabdlstude
student goes from school to school within Ontario. The OSR contains report cards, credits earned and other

information important to the improvement of instruction of the student.

The contents of the OSR may be examined by the student anddarghts of a student who is not an
adult, on request, with the assistance of the Head or designated administrator.
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Reporting to Parents

Report cards at BSS are only one, among several, means used by teachers for reporting student achievement

to parers . Communication with parents about their daugt
and includes, in addition to formal reports, paeaicher conferences, intervigelephonealls, informal

reports, and samples of student work.

Principles

At BSS, we believe that the goal of assessment and evaluation is to support and enhance student learning.
Assessment is the continuous process of gathering and interpreting information about student learning.
Evaluation involves using that information to miaklgments about student achievement. Together,
effective assessment and evaluation practices promote the development of a positive learning experience. At
BSS, we seek to develop creative thinkers. As we encourage our students to become lifelong learners,
effective assessment and evaluation strategies challenge them to reach their potential. Through assessment
and evaluation processes, students, parents, and faculty work together to nurture pasiteptsaifd
selfknowledge in each individual girl.

Assessmentand Evaluation at BSS.

The Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test

All students must successfully complete the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test in order to earn a
secondary school diploma. The test is normally written in the Grade 10 year and is based on the Ontario
curriculum expectations for language and communication, particularly reading and writing, up to and
including Grade 9. If students do not complete the test successfully, BSS will provide remedial assistance (at
an additional charge) to help improve skills aosthhdents are better prepared to retake the literacy test.
Students who do not successfully complete the test after taking it twice, may take the Ontario Secondary
School Literacy diirse (OSSLC) which is designed to help students acquire and dentomstrass

curricular literacy skills that are evaluated by the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test. Students who
complete the course successfully will meet the provincial literacy requirement for graduation. Students will
read a variety of informationahrrative, and graphic texts and will produce a variety of forms of writing,
including summaries, information paragraphs, opinion pieces, and news reports. Students will also maintain
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and manage a literacy portfolio containing a record of their regdingnees and samples of their writing.
Once a student has successfully completed the literacy test, she may not retake the test. Successful completion
of the test (or the OSSLC) is recorded on the OST.

Accommodations.Accommodations will be made to easstudents with documented special needs have a

fair and equal opportunity to successfully complete the literacy test. While accommodations such as
alternative forms of print and extra time are acceptable, the actual content of the secondary gchool litera
test must not be altered.

Deferrals:Students who might benefit from a deferral of the test may include students who have not yet
acquired the level of proficiency in English required for successfully completing thedesst ifegpests a

deferrg the 8hool will determine whether or not a deferral should be granted anfyifvbat period of

time. The 8hool may also initiate consideration of a deferral in consultation with the parent.

Honour Roll/Proficiency Awards

Students who achiesa overall average in June according to the following criteria are on the Honour Roll

for that year. Grades 9 to 11 students will receive a proficiency pin in Chapel the following fall. Grade 12

students will receive their proficiency pin at Graduation.

Grades9 to 11 average of at least 80% on all subjects taken at BSS in the academic school year.

Grade 12 average of at &a80% (480 marks) on the bestcsedits for Grade 12 level courses
completed, regardless of when or where they are taken.
